Create and submit a short video (maximum 2m 30s) about what they would want to do
with the Young Voices prize. The Video is a pitch addressed to their community

persuading them that this project or idea is good or even necessary and giving them
reasons for supporting or joining it. Video can be in your native language but please
include English subtitles. Please create new and original video and do not upload a

news clipping or old video.

Indicate which of Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) their idea would contribute to.
